Islington is often seen as one of London’s more affluent boroughs but the stark reality
is quite different. Within London, Islington men have the lowest life expectancy while
women have the third lowest. Nationally, Islington has the worst levels of drugs misuse
and twice as many households are single parents with dependent children.

On the 4th July at the Highbury Fields Festival, a specially commissioned white cube
gallery will be brimming with a collection of exciting short films, poems, self-portraits,
mixed media images and live interventions.

The artists are young people of Islington, aged between 14 — 19 years. Each week since
the Spring the 40 Amaze Artists have been meeting with professional artists facilitators
to develop this insightful, humorous and provocative installation based on their ideas and
feelings about their identity and the worlds they experience and inhabit.

The worlds that many of the Amaze artists inhabit are fraught with difficulties and
disadvantages. Many experience a conflict within their traditions and culture at home in
contrast to aspects of the modern world outside of their homes. These contradictions
can leave them feeling confused and torn about the way they make decisions and identify
themselves in the society at large.

Amaze has boosted the confidence of the young artists to express their opinions and to
ask questions publicly. It has also allowed them to look at themselves and reflect their
findings through the work they have created. Taking part in the project has provided them
with a fresh visual language to help communicate their ideas, feelings and beliefs beyond
the barriers of language and culture.
